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PARAMETERS OF THIS STUDY

For the purposes of this listing, the term Spanish-American War Veteran is given a wide
interpretation to include a person in active federal service which resulted in the award of the Spanish
Campaign Medal (Army or Navy); the West Indies Naval Campaign Medal; the Manila Bay Medal; the
Spanish War Service Medal (Army); the occupation medals for Puerto Rico and Cuba; the Philippine
Campaign Medal (Army or Navy); the Philippine Congressional Medal (Army); or the Cuban
Pacification Medal. Those dates include the years 1898-1906.

The United Spanish War Veterans defined the dates of their membership eligibility as April 21,
1898 (Congressional declaration of war) to July 4, 1902 (Philippine cease fire agreement). By using
the later date (1906) service in the aftermath of the war is also included.

The official definition of Spanish-American War service, used by the Department of Veterans
Affairs is found in the Code of Federal Regulations.' Like the United Spanish War Veterans, the
federal government defines the conflict as lasting from April 21, 1898 through July 4, 1902. For those
service men who were engaged in hostilities in Moro Province, in the Philippines, the ending date is

July 15, 1903. Service in the "Boxer Rebellion" in China is also included and falls within the dates cited
above.
